Assessment methods:

Throughout the semester, active participation, preparation of required tasks (presentation of an
EU country in Russian language) will be assessed. There will be two written tests — 30 points
each. Assessment: A -- 55 points minimum, B -- 50 points min., C -- 45 points min., D -- 40
points min. E - 35 points min. Students who will fail to obtain minimum of 15 points will not be
awarded the credits. At the end of the semester, during the exam period: credit test. Final
assessment: average result of all grades achieved.

Learning outcomes of the course unit:

The course will enable students to gain specialized language knowledge in the area of history of
the European Union, its institutions and bodies, company and non-profit organization
management, discussing and negotiating, and cultural specifics. The student will be able to
communicate and present in the Russian language topics related to EU issues, company
management while taking into account intercultural differences in individual countries. The
student will understand the vocabulary and grammatical structures used in the area associated
with the European Union, company management and negotiation management. After successfully
completing the learning process, the student should be ready to proceed in the follow-up
university study.

Course contents:

1. Introduction to the Study of Language. Specifics of Russian language. Influence of Russian
artists on global art. Exercises to balance the level of language skills of students.

2. The stress in the Russian language. The stress position and pronunciation practice with
emphasis on the word stress. Practicing proper pronunciation of matching consonants.

3. Constructing Russian and Slovak simple sentences. Using a phrase in the basic
communication. Present simple and past simple verbs conjugation. Consonant alternation.

4. Forming sentences in Russian. Using compound predicates in sentences.

5. Role play. Practicing short dialogues. Reading a short text, with an emphasis on stress and
translating the text into Slovak language.

6. Preparation for the test, revising of acquired language skills and knowledge. Testing.

7. Meeting people - Handling of different situations. Category "otcestva” - the name adopted
after one's father's name in the Russian context. Social phrases that are used when meeting
people. Writing particles meaning "no" in the Russian language.

8. Adversative conjunction "a". Phone interview and basic phrases.

9. Proverbs and their status in Russian culture, comparing the Russian proverbs with the Slovak
culture and finding suitable Slovak equivalents.

10.Occupation, suffixes used in the Russian language regarding feminine nouns. Using short
words to express agreement in Russian.




11. Reflexive verbs in Russian language and their conjugation. Expression "have to, should be, it

is needed".

12. Final revision. Dealing with the most common errors occurring during the seminars.

13. Final test, evaluation, analysis of the most frequently occurring errors.
